For each choice you must use a paper at least 12 X 18 inches
Choice #1  
Create a Visual “family” tree for the people that Douglass encounters in his narrative.  Show the connection between people, give information about 8 - 10 individuals (Who are they? What is their relationship with Douglass? Why does Douglass put them in his narrative?) Use PICTURES to illustrate your tree.  

Choice #2 
Create a pamphlet that advocates for the abolition of slavery.  Use an easy to read format, dramatic language and emotion producing pictures.
Cover – Creative Title and Picture to hook the audience.

Page 1 – Explain the horror of slavery

Page 2 – Describe the daily living conditions for slaves
Page 3 – Explain the effects of slavery on masters/the whole of America
Page 4 – Give a call to ACTION! and Inspire your reader to get involved!
